
In this session we will discuss the purpose, method, and

findings of interviews with 48 African American business

owners in northeastern Wisconsin. We’ll share their

thoughts on motivation to start businesses, financing,

support systems, and community environment.

Results indicate that their businesses survive in spite of

local economic development programming not serving

their needs, and we’ll share suggestions for

improvements to these programs that would address

their concerns. Lastly, we’ll share how Extension is

expanding this research into the Milwaukee area

and collaborating with the ColorBold Business

Association to implement findings immediately with the

participants and their peers.
